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T: What study activities can you see in the picture?
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Now let’s read the model essay to see how the writer
organizes the content. First, which activities does the writer
mention?

T: Why does the writer put these two activities
together?

T: Yes, these two activities have a larger percentage.
And then what activities are mentioned? Why does the writer
put reading English books and visiting English learning
websites together?

T: Why do you think the author describes these four
activities in this way?

T: Here, the writer avoids listing the data and instead
summarizes the larger and smaller data. It shows what the
data reflects clearly. From the model essay, we can easily
learn which activities students are more inclined to choose
as the writer shows a clear contrast.
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T: As you can see from the student’s essay, the
comment is unrelated to the result of the survey. Let’s take a
look at the model essay and see what the writer says. What
is the writer’s opinion?

S: The writer says, “As far as I am concerned, it’s a
disturbing trend.”

T: Here, the writer uses an adjective “disturbing” to
show his attitude. Since the writer thinks it’s a disturbing
trend, what activities does the writer think the students

should choose? Why?
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T: According to the requirements of the writing task,
we need to describe the chart and make brief comments. So,
what should these comments be about?

T: We should comment on the survey result and then
give suggestions. So, what are the suggestions about? Yes,
the suggestions should be based on learning activities and
be related to the comments. This is the logical connection
between the main content.
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T: Just now, we learned that the main content of your
essay should be logically related. Let’s look at the writer’s
suggestions now. Do you think his suggestions are related to
the comments?
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
